to the half-day schooling in order to reduce the chances of
Covid-19 spreading.

385 readers purchased were used for shared reading sessions.
Home reading assignments on Epic were assigned to target level
students.

The supply teacher took up a total of 20 lessons per week and
some non-teaching duties. The core team took up the project
development duties as set out in the plan.

A total of 14 teachers and 262 students have benefitted from the
approved curriculum initiatives.

Justifications:

91% of P.4 and P.5 teachers participating in the review meeting
agreed that students enjoyed the reading activities.

All students enjoyed the STEM reading activities. (‘Guess How
much sugar/fat’ activity for P.4, ‘Making a paddle boat’ for P.5)
95% of P.4-P.5 students reported in the survey that they read
books of different text types. 84% of P.5 students enjoyed
reading books of different text types, whereas the percentage for
P4 is 57%. Such low percentage may be attributed to the
informational text which was new to most P.4 students. And they
found it hard to understand and less enjoyable to read due to
many difficult words. 62% of students agreed that they were
more confident in reading different text types. Less able students
reported that they were only confident in reading different text

types with the teacher’s help.

52% of P.4-P.5 students made 5% improvement in reading
assessments. They learned the target reading skills but they had
difficulties in applying them in the assessments. Less able
students performed unsatisfactorily owing to the absence of
scaffolding in class. It is suggested that the assessments should
be graded to cater for learning diversity.

Lesson observation was carried out for each module.

25% of P.4-P.5 students completed the home reading
assignments on Epic. Epic School is accessible Monday —
Friday, 7a.m. to3 p.m. Most students could not complete the
reading assignments since they already had a busy afternoon
schedule (such as going to the tutoring centre). They have not
developed a regular reading habit and the school’s reading
culture needs to be improved.

All P.4-P.5 teachers agreed that the RaC programme has exposed
students to a wide variety of text types. Teachers acquired and
applied skills and methodology to promote RaC.

45% of teachers agreed that students are more confident in
reading books of different text types.

73% of P.4-P.5 teachers agreed that students applied the reading
strategies learnt in reading different text types.
